Official Reports 

Patron, Terry reported that the Australian Confederation of Motor Clubs was in discussions with the former RTA who want to stop modifications to suspensions and the like.

The Bush Council were debating the pros and cons of the 90 day log book system of conditional registration.  Terry commented that Shannons have noted higher theft and damage vehicles on this system.

Terry’s Cortina has been used on the recent TV series on ABC.  It turned out that the stand in who was to drive Terry’s car could only drive an automatic and it was Terry’s feet and hands that we would see in the series.

Terry confirmed some facts concerning Conditional Registration (HCRS) as follows:

You can list up to four clubs on the purple form permit form.

There is an exemption from Stamp Duty.

A Blue Slip is not required but proof of ownership is.

Terry strongly recommends the use of pink slips in Lieu of Club mechanical checks.
